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The motif of land as an object of ownership in Psalm 37 and its reception in
Matthew 5:5

Psalm 37 presents a response to the situation of the righteous, who faces the
negative consequences of the evildoer’s activity. On the one hand his life is in
great danger caused by the wicked. On the other hand he has to fight with his own
negative emotions and attitudes that have their source in observation of
prosperity of the faithless. The psalmist gives the righteous specific moral
guidelines how to live and behave in such situation. His advices contain a number
of promises that have to encourage the faithful to make right choice. One of them is
the promise of land ownership which is mentioned in the text several times (vv. 9,
11, 22, 29, 34). The aim of this paper is to answer the question what land concept
forms the background of this promise. The next step will be an attempt to present

the reception of land ownership motif in Matthew 5:5.

Motiv zeme ako predmetu viastnictva v Z 37 a jeho recepcia v Mt 5,5

Zalm 37 je odpovedou na situaciu spravodlivého, ktory pocituje na sebe
negativne dosledky konania hriesnika. Je ter¢om utokov bezboZného a Celi takmer
istej extermindcii. Vedie zaroven zapas o vnutornu slobodu od emécii a postojov,
ktoré vnom vyvoldva pozorovanie uUspeSného Zivota hrieSnika. Okrem
konkrétnych usmerneni mravného charakteru tak vo vztahu k ¢loveku, ako aj
Bohu, odpoved Zalmistu obsahuje aj rad prislibeni, ktoré maji povzbudit
adresata Kk zaujatiu urcitého postoja. Medzi inymi najvyraznejSie zaznieva
prisl'ibenie vlastnictva zeme, ktoré je opakovane spomenuté v texte az patkrat (Z
37,9.11.22.29.34). Cielom prispevku je preanalyzovat, aka koncepcia zeme je v
pozadi tohto prislibenia. Dal'sim krokom bude pokus o predstavenie recepcie

motivu vlastnictva zeme v Mt 5,5.
