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Uloha puitnych Zalmov pri reforme sv. Benedikta z Aniane a ich dosah na
dnesné liturgické texty

The second chapter of Admonitio Generalis from the year 789 deals with the
reform of liturgy in the whole kingdom of Carol the Great. From this period until
the year 816/817 was running intensive work on liturgical reform in the
framework of the Caroline Renaissance. One of the leading characters of this
reform in monastic area was Witiza, also known by his monastic name Benedict of
Aniane (751-821). He was the one who on the initiative of his own long-term
reform efforts turned towards the Emperor Louis the Pious and was given the right
to reform the monastic life throughout the kingdom. Benedict of Aniane united the
monastic Liturgy of Hours a Consuetudines and prescribed, by the way, the daily
prayer of 15 Pilgrim Psalms before the Vigil Prayer. The lecture deals with the life
of Benedict of Aniane, his work of reform and impact on liturgical reform and its

texts.

The role of pilgrim psalms at the reform of St. Benedict of Aniane and their
impact on today’s liturgical texts

Putne Zalmy mali vzdy svoju tlohu v rdmci liturgie hodin. Zaujimava situécia
v dejinach cirkvi nastava v obdobi, ked’ Karol Vel'ky v ramci Admonitio generalis
zroku 789 nariad'uje zjednotenie reholnych spolocenstiev do reguly svatého
Benedikta, ¢im sa vSetky KklaStory cisadrstva maji stat benediktinskymi
spolocenstvami. Nakolko sa vramci tychto spoloCenstiev nemodlilo jednotne,
prichddza reforma Benedikta z Aniane (+821), ktory predpisuje okrem poradia
Zalmov predpisanych sv. Benediktom v jeho reguly aj pouZitie putnych Zalmov
v ramci liturgie hodin. Je vhodné zamysliet sa nad tymto obdobim, kedy sa zaroven
kodifikuju texty liturgie svdtej omSe a liturgie hodin, ¢im nastava suvislost medzi

touto reformou a textami, ktoré sa pouZivaju do dnesnej doby.
