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MojziSova prihovorna modlitba v Ex 32

Zhrnutie

Prispevok sa zaobera MojziSovym prihovorom za Izrael v Ex 32 po tom, ako si zhotovil
zlaté tela (v Ex 32). Mojzi§ je predstaveny nielen ako zédkonodarca, ale tiez ako pravy
prorok, ktory ,stoji v trhline® a prihovara sa za hriesny Pud. Stidia sa zadina literdrno-
historicko-kritickou analyzou kapitol 32—34, ktor¢ boli usporiadané do jednotného celku na
jednom z findlnych stupnov vyvoja knihy Exodus. Jej hlavnym cielom je vypracovanie
podrobnej exegézy obidvoch MojziSovych prihovornych prosieb vo v. 11-13 a 30-34 a tiez
dvoch Bozich odpovedi vo v. 14 a33-34. Osobitnd pozornost' sa venuje vyznamu
MojziSovej ochoty byt vymazany z knihy zivota v Ex 32, 32. Podl'a moderného badania
tento text nemusi nutne obsahovat' myslienku zastupného utrpenia. Nakoniec sa skuma
vztah medzi MojziSovymi modlitbami a Bozimi odpoved’ami v kanonickom kontexte.
Vyvodzuje sa zaver, ze Bozia odpoved’ vo v. 14 nie je nutne v napéti, ¢i dokonca v
priamom rozpore s BoZou odpoved’ou vo v. 33-34.

Summary

The paper deals with Moses’ intercession for Israel after the apostasy of the Golden calf (in
Ex 32). Moses is expressed not only as a law giver but also as a genuine prophet who
»stands in the breach” and intercedes for sinful people. The study begins with literary and
historical-critical analysis of the chs. 32-34 that were structured into a compositional unit in
one of the final stages of the development of the book of Exodus. Its main goal is
elaboration of exact exegesis of two of Moses’ intercessions in v. 7-14 and v. 30-34 and
also of two divine responses in v. 14 and v. 33-34. Special attention is paid to the meaning
of Moses willingness to be blotted out from the heavenly book in Ex 32, 32. In according to
the modern research the text does not necessarily contain the idea of vicarious sacrifice.
Finally the relationship between Moses* prayers and two divine responses is investigated in
their canonical context. It is concluded that divine respond in verse 14 does not necessarily
stands in tension or even contradiction to divine response in verse 33-34.

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Opiera sa 2 Tim 3,8-9 o tradiciu spojenu s Ex

7,8-13?

Zhrnutie

V odbornej literatire najdeme cCastejSie odkazy na 2 Tim 3,8-9 ako na
text, ktory pouziva tradiciu knihy Exodus na prezentaciu svojho posolstva.
Takato interpretacia tvrdi, ze Jannes a Jambres spominani v 2 Tim st totoZni
s magmi, ktori v egyptskom paldci superili s MojZiSom pri premienani palice na
hada (Ex 7,8-12). Clanok sumarizuje mimobiblické zmienky o Jannes
a Jambres a snazi sa aspon hypoteticky nacrtnut’ vyvoj tradicie o tychto dvoch
magoch. Zaroven poukazuje na nepravdepodobnost’ prepojenia 2 Tim 3,8-9
a Ex 7,10-12.

Summary

In exegetical literature it is often suggested that the author of 2 Tim 3:8-9 used
the book of Exodus for a presentation of its own theological message. Such
interpretation argues that Jannes and Jambres are identical with those magicians
who competed with Moses in the Egyptian palace (Exod 7:10-12). The present
paper summarizes the extra-biblical evidence about Jannes and Jambres, and
tries to sketch, at least hypothetically, a development of the given tradition. At
the same time it is argued that the alleged connection between 2 Tim 3:8-9
and Exod 7:10-12 is unlikely.

Resumeée

Clanok pojedndva omoznej spojitosti medzi BIWVISR  (volso  svojich/svojimi
¢aroch/arami), interpolovanej forme (@mwba > o wi>2) pritomnej len v Ex 7,11 —
evokujiic ideu stravenia, resp. prehltnutia (Korefi 1> obsahuje ideu plameia a ako sloveso
ma vyznam planiit, horiet (qal) a stravit, spalit (pi.), ale aj prehltmit/zhltnit v Z. 57,5 ako
w5 11/.) — a ¥521 (dle [Aronova palica] prehitla/zhitla) nasledujiceho versa. Toto
prepojenie mohol autor/redaktor rozpravania vytvorit' na zaklade flexibility grafémy {h},
resp. fonémy /h/, vyuzijic ju ako lingvisticky prostriedok. Dovodom by bola Zelana irénia,
na ktorej vyjadrenie slizi v hebrejskej Biblii okrem iného slovna hra resp. double entendre.

Summary

This article deals with possible connection between DU’@Q‘?; (by their magic arts), an
interpolated form (Dn’rp'?; > DU'@:&L_};) present only in Ex 7,11 — evoking the idea of
consuming or swallowing (The root 871> contains the idea of flame and as a verb it has
meaning of burn (qal) and devour, scorch (pi.), but also swallow up /in Ps 57,5 as tn% 11/.)
—and SJ?;?] (But [Aaron’s staff] swallowed up) of the following verse. The author/redactor
of this narration could have produced the mentioned connection on the ground of flexibility
of the grapheme {h}/phoneme /h/, using it as a linguistic device. The reason for that would
be a desired irony, for whose expression in the Hebrew Bible the word-play or double
entendre can beside other devices be used.

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Carodejnictvo a trest smrti (Ex 22,17)

Zhrnutie

Predmetom tejto Stadie je legislativne nariadenie tykajice sa magie (Ex 22,17) zahrnuté
v Knihe zmluvy (Ex 20,22-23,33). Kratky, ale nie bezproblémovy v. 17 bol rozne
prekladany a interpretovany, nickedy so zdmerom zmiernit' tvrdost trestu v suvislosti
s praktizovanim Carodejnictva (JW2). V prvej Casti je poukidzané na to, ze predmetom
nariadenia, ktoré je gramaticky formulované zenskym pricastim, nie je osoba Zeny, ale
aktivita ako takd. Rovnako aj trest smrti poukazuje na podstatu zdkazu praktizovat’ magiu.
Druha cast’ stadie, vychadzajuc z Ex 22,17, sa snazi vidiet dopad daného nariadenia
v biblickej tradicii. V 2 Kr 9,22 a Nah 3,4 nachddzame kl't€ovy pojem — slovesny koren
qW> — apraktizovanie magie je formulované ako pri¢ina smrti Jezabel a zaniku
pesonifikovaného mesta Ninive. Intertextualna analyza ilustruje, Ze tieto texty su aluziou na
prikaz o ¢arodejnictve (Ex 22,17) a zarovei st jeho rozsirenym pochopenim.

Summary

The object of this study is the legislative statute concerning the magic (Ex 22:17), included
in the Book of the Covenant (Ex 20:22-23:33). The short, yet difficult verse 17 has been
translated and interpreted in different ways, sometimes in order to alleviate the severe
sentence, the death penalty, given to the person practicing witchcraft. The first part of the
study points out that the object of the prescription, which is grammatically formulated as
the feminine participle, is not the woman herself, but the activity in itself. Likewise, the
death penalty points to the nature and essentiality of the prohibition of practicing magic.
The second part of the contribution, based on Ex 22:17, tries to see the impact that the
statute had in the biblical tradition. In the texts of 2 Kgs 9:22 and Nah 3:4 we find a
keyword — the verbal root > — and the practice of witchcraft is formulated as a cause of
Jezebel’s death and of the destruction of the personified city of Nineveh. The intertextual
analysis illustrates that these texts are the allusions to the statute concerning witchcraft
(Exod 22:17), and at the same time, they present an extended understanding of it.

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Motiv prisl’'ibenej zeme v Knihe Exodus

Abstrakt

Prispevok sa zaobera skimanim motivu prisl'ibenej zeme v Knihe Exodus. Jeho cielom je
poukézat’ na spdsob rozpracovania tejto témy v danom diele prostrednictvom analyzy
fragmentov, v ktorych sa vyskytuji zmienky o prisl'abenej zemi. Rozboru biblickych textov
predchadza informacia o umiestneni vyjadreni vztahujicich sa na prislibeni zem
v §truktare Knihy Exodus a kratke predstavenie kontextu, v ktorom sa tieto zmienky
nachadzaji. Vyjadrenia st analyzované v troch skupindch, ktorych spolocnym
menovatelom je pamit. Prvi skupinu predstavuji texty o Bozej pamiti, v ktorych sa
prisl'ibend zem ukazuje ako predmet Bozich prisl'ibeni a zmluvy s patriarchami Izraela.
Ako taka stoji v pozadi udalosti exodu a zaroven sa stava cielom vychodu naroda z Egypta.
Druha skupina textov hovori o liturgickej paméti Izraela, v ktorych je prislibena zem
ukazana ako miesto, kde ma Izrael oslavovat’ pamiatku exodu. Vd’aka tomu mdze ozivovat
svoju vieru v Boha JHVH a formovat’ spravny postoj k daru zeme. V poslednej skupine
textov, ktoré sa sustred’'ujii na problematiku paméti Izraela ponimanej ako dodrziavanie
Bozich zakonov, je prislibend zem vnimana ako priestor realizacie Siroko ponimanej
sluzby Bozej, ¢o je zarukou Bozieho pozehnania na ne;j.

Summary

The paper deals with the Promised Land theme as it is presented in the Book of Exodus. Its
aim is to show the way of developing of the Promised Land motif in this biblical work with
a help of analysis of fragments which contain references to the Promised Land. This step
precedes information about the position of the occurrences in the structure of the Book of
Exodus (based on the outline proposed by J.L.Ska) and a short presentation of their context.
Statements are analyzed in three groups which have the idea of memory in common. The
first group consists of texts speaking of God’s memory. They present the Promised Land as
an object of God’s promises and His covenant with the patriarchs of Israel. As such it
stands behind the Exodus event and becomes the aim of it as well. The second group of
texts speaks of liturgical memory of Israel, in which the Promised Land is shown as a place
where Israel has to celebrate the memory of Exodus. This practice is a way to reviving of
the faith in YHWH and developing of correct attitude to the gift of the Promised Land. In
the last group of texts that focus on memory understood as respect for the laws of God, the
Promised Land is seen as an area of implementation of service of God, which ensures His
blessing for Israelites on it.

Zhrnutie

V krestanskom staroveku bola hebrejska kniha NIR% znidma ako Kniha Exodus velmi
populdrna. Jej pristupnost sa najviac prejavovala v krestanskej interpretdcii, ktorad
v starokrest’anskom obdobi sa najviac ststred’'ovala v Alexandrijskej a Antiochijskej skole.
Kazdy zo starokrestanskych otcov Cirkvi napisal komentar, alebo scholion na tému, ktora
vychadzala z Knihy Exodus. V tomto obdobi boli najviac rozsirené alegorické a
typologické interpretacie Biblie. Preto aj v Knihe Exodus sa hladali mnohé vyznamy
aplikované na krest'ansky Zivot.

Summary

The Book of Exodus was very popular in Early Christian interpretation. Everybody from
fathers of Church wrote commentary, homily or scholion about it. For this period of time
was typical allegorical and typological interpretation of Bible. According the text of
Scripture they were looking for a lot of meanings for Christian life. The basic was formed
by two exegetical institutions. One is School of Antioch and second one is School of
Alexandria. Fathers of Alexandria supposed that every sentence of Old Testament was
interpreted to person of Jesus Christ. Interpretation of Old Testament in Patristic period
used Christological relecture of Text of Old Testament in the Church.

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Pohlad na Egypt a krajinu GéSen z hPadiska

exodu v pol. 16. stor. pred n. l.

Zhrnutie

Z porovnania biblickych ukazovatel'ov ohl'adne Kanaanu casu Dobytia s mimo-biblickymi
udajmi (nepritomnost’ Egyptanov v krajine, Amorejci ako dominantny prvok, silno
opevnené mesta, rozlozenie rdznych centier moci v krajine, charakter vSeobecného
zni¢enia) sa domnievam, ze Exodus nastal okolo r. 1550 pred n. 1. Ked’ sa pozrieme na
tento cas v Egypte, mestom Ramzes by mohol byt hyksosky ,Avaris“ (len s
katachronistickym® menom) a mestom Pitom Tel/ er-Retabeh alebo Tell el-Maschuta vo
Wadi Tumilat. Toto wadi bolo v tomto a skorSom ¢ase idedlnym miestom pre polo-kocovné
obyvatel'stvo. Zaujimavymi su taktiez niektoré sudobé nalezy z Tell el-Maschuty. Osidlenia
wadi boli mozno opustené ztajomnych doévodov skor ako zvySok hyksoskych sidiel.
S exodom suvisiaci faraoni by mohli byt hyksoski ,,Chajan® a ,,Maaibre®, ktori vykazuju
uréitu podobnost’ s ,,Jannesom a Ilambresom® (2 Tim 3,8).

Summary

From comparing the biblical indications on Canaan of the Conquest with the extra-biblical
data (the absence of the Egyptians in the country, the Amorites as the dominant element,
heavily fortified towns, the distribution of the various power centres in the country, the
character of general destruction) I believe the Exodus happened in ca. 1550 BCE. By
looking at this time in Egypt, the city of Ramzes could be the Hyksos ,,Avaris“ (only
having a ,.katachronistic* name) and the city of Pithom Tell er-Retabeh or Tell el-Maskhuta
in the Wadi Tumilat. The wadi at that time and earlier was an ideal place for the semi-
nomadic population. Also some contemporaneous finds from Tell el-Maskhuta are
interesting. The wadi’s sites may have been abandoned earlier for mysterious reasons than
the rest of the Hyksos sites. The Exodus-related pharaohs could be the Hyksos ,,Khayan*
and ,,Maaibre®, having some similarities to ,,Jannes and lambres* (2 Tim 3,8).
